I. Roll Call & Approval of Minutes:

II. Visit from Susan Voss – Issues that will be in the forefront over the next 3 to 4 months will be:
a. Financial Regulation – She wants to keep the regulation within the state as apposed by Congressman Braley who would like to see more federal regulation.
b. More budget cuts will happen – They have added a consumer advocate but there is no staff to go along with this position.
c. Conseco – there will be no rate increases and a hearing is in the works.  They did not fund these products appropriately and are asking that the policy holders pay up.
d. Her department was also given an $80,000 grant to help with the relationship and communication between providers and carriers in the state.  At this point there has been nothing done.  
III. Treasurer’s Report –  We did not look at the financials this month due to Susan Voss’ visit
IV. Cap Conference –Move to increase budget to $9500 by Cook, seconded by Dusil. Motion passed.    
V. 2009 State Convention -  
a. Convention Topics – Renae is going to add Cook to the schedule to talk about the Re-Org.  She is also going to email Susan Voss the dates to see when she can come.
b. Convention Schedule – Dawn & Renae are still working out details
c. Sponsors – We agreed to make the big sponsors from last year a priority and make the big push to everyone else after the 1st of the year.  We may need to make accommodations for the large sponsors to make their donation more enticing.
VI. Other – Troy talked about the Kennedy proposal for health care that is on the table and likely to pass.  This would include employer based plans, mandates and connectors will be in there somewhere.  At this point, the private market will continue to provide services.
