II. Treasurer’s Report: 
III. Approve payment for the balance owed to our lobbyist – Larry has been paid $12,500 and we still owe him $500 for his contract.  Recommendation to pay Larry $2000.  Motion by Dunlap 2nd by Johanningmeier.

IV. Reorganization update – If we make the dissolution effective July 1st then the local dues will not be collected.  This could be a loss of $4500.  Eric is going to contact Brooke at NAHU to see if we can get an exception.  If National is not willing to make this exception we could either delay to 1/1/10 or live with the loss and confusion.  Is there any way to up the state dues until everything changes on 1/1/10.
V. Iowans for Wellness to the agenda – John Steinman non-profit organization we signed on to help push with the tax credits at the State House.  Raise awareness for wellness and prevention. Tax credit for up to $300 to help through employers with employees 2-300.  They recognize the critical role of the agent and broker.  Sharing information and knowledge would help both sides. Opinion survey of brokers and advisors to gain the perspective of the agent/broker. Survey our membership along with us sponsoring that to get an idea of the prevention programs. Trying to get the inside on what employers are doing for prevention and what they would need to do to get a program in place. This would help to promote our association and get more media and political attention.  Announcement email from IAHU encouraging them to participate in the survey. The survey costs would be paid for the Iowa for Wellness.  Motion to cooperate and participate with Iowans for Wellness in putting together a survey out to the IAHU membership by Dunlap 2nd by Corwin.
